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Team Russia (Gold)
We are really happy! This is the second gold medal in the World Championships in three days, after Nikita Kriukov's victory in the classic sprint. We had a good feeling today and we did it, even though the weather conditions were really heavy. We tried to be in the front group just behind Sweden's Emil Joenson, in the last 50 meters we managed to just get in front of him, that's great! We understood that the Norwegian team was not so strong in today's competition, they're stronger on the distance races. We are really satisfied with Nikita Kriukov's skating, he improved a lot in the past year. The track here in Lago di Tesero is amazing, it reminds us of Vancouver. The Olympics will take place in one year in Sochi and all the Russian team is training hard to be ready because we really want to win.
Team Sweden (Silver)

We are very satisfied with the silver medal. Last year we won the gold, but this time, even if we were close to the Russians, they were just too strong.

It was a tough race. Probably people watching would have thought that we were slow, but the snow was so heavy that, even if we pushed a lot, it was very hard to go fast and it used a lot of energy. 

We were all waiting for the last lap to go faster. Our plan was just to stay in the top group all the time, avoid accidents, see how it was going... and hopefully to be among the medalists. We are a strong team, we think we have good chances to get medals in the 10 and 15 km. We can do some good races. Everybody is looking forward to them.
Team Kazakhstan (Bronze)

We hoped in a medal today. The skiing was pretty good and we did our best. Our tactic was to stay with Russia and Sweden, and not behind them. We are all satisfied about the third place and we now look at the Olympics in a more optimistic way.
