The second edition of the ‘Rampa con i Campioni’ event will be hosted in Val di Fiemme a few hours before the 2011/2012 Viessmann FIS Tour de Ski’s last chapter. On Sunday January 8th, 2012, at 10.00 am, the international and promotional open free technique race will kick off at the cross country stadium in Lago di Tesero, while the finish line will be set at the intermediate station of Alpe Cermis, after the legendary so-called ‘Final Climb’ along the alpine skiing slope. The overall climb length is 3,650 km with a maximum 28% gradient, a terrific track that last January welcomed big names of cross country skiing such as Czech Katerina Neumannova, Italy’s Cristian Zorzi and Fulvio Valbusa, the Swedish legend Torgny Mogren, the German Peter Schlickenrieder and those who invented the Tour de Ski series, Vegard Ulvang and Jürg Capol. 
The race was eventually won by Italian Bruno Debertolis and Lysanne Zago, but the party was great for everyone. “We all had so much fun”, claimed Ulvang after the race, “enjoying this terrific track and the delicious food and drinks along the way. It’s been a great chance of meeting skiers from the past and race with them.”
The 2012 ‘Rampa con i Campioni’ has also been included in the national Granfondo Master Tour circuit along with renowned events such as Marcialonga, Gsiesertal Lauf and Granfondo Millegrobbe.

Entry fee to the ‘Rampa’ is € 25 (race packet excluded), and registration forms and complete rules are available online at www.fiemme2013.com since last October 1st. Entries will close on December 31st, 2011 and a maximum number of 300 participants has been fixed by the OC.
