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ELDAR ROENNING WINS THE 30 KM IN VAL DI FIEMME

TOMORROW THE SPECTACULAR FINAL CLIMB 
-The Norwegian defeated the Russian Alypov. Third Jauhojaervi (FIN)

-The Tour de Ski will close tomorrow with the feared “final climb”
The World Cup leader, Eldar Roenning, came back to his traditional shape in Italy after the bad performances both in Monaco and Oberstdorf. 

After the fourth position at the Asiago sprint, he won the 30 Km CT in Val di Fiemme at the end of a spectacular race, more and more thrilling with a final sprint.

Roenning won at the finishing line at Lago di Tesero defeating the Russian Alypov and the promising Finnish athlet Sami Jauhojaervi. Hetland got fourth and Tobias Angerer got fifth. He still holds the leadership for now. After the ambitious German athletes, the Norwegian team follows in the overall ranking, with Simen Oestensen (at the second position with 15”), immediately followed by Northug (third with 38”) and Hetland (1’05”). Roenning climbs up the ranking to a ninth position with 2’01”. 

Today’s 30 km was spectacular. Km 8 saw the sprint of the Russian Shiriaev who got first to the intermediate sprint at km 11,9. This sprint gave him a 15” bonus. Estil (10”) got as second and Roenning followed as third (5”).

During the competition a 12 athletes group took shape, with the Norwegian names coming out: Roenning, Estil and Northug together with German Angerer, Filbrich and promising Jahoujaervi (FIN). The second intermediate sprint at km 22,5 was conquered by Oestensen, Roenning and Hetland. Immediately after Angerer and Jahoujaervi fell down while they were changing the track at the same time but they could reach the leading athletes the same.

After the intermediate sprint Roenning started his forcing followed by Angerer, who in the last uphill (km 28) tried the decisive break away. Roenning was ready to respond.

During the downhill towards the stadium the Russian Alypov tried to catch up, but the Norwegian skis were too good. However Roenning won after a thrilling final sprint.

Tomorrow the final stage (11 km classical technique) with the thrilling final climb to Cermis: a 2.9 km climb with an average 17% high difference with peaks of 34%. It will be a fight between Germany and Norway.

The Mount Cermis is waiting for its winner.
