NORDIC COMBINED TEAM HS 106 – 4X5km JUNIOR
Team Austria – gold
The race went really well. Fabian Steindl’s performance was probably not his best one and he could not keep his advantage over the Germans. But in the end we closed up to them again and both teams ended the third lap close together. It is the third gold medal in Nordic combined at these World Championships for Austria, so it’s awesome! Our team is amazing and our ace Philipp Orter led us to victory.

Team Germany  – silver
The ski jumping competition went well and so we wanted to catch up to the leading Austrians as soon as possible at the start of the cross country. However in the beginning we actually lost some ground but with the second and third leg athletes we were able to catch and even move ahead of them. Unfortunately it was not enough up the final stretch. However, we feel good about our second place and this is the important thing. The last hill is the most challenging part of the cross country track but I think we mastered it pretty well. The possibility to win a medal here is all the motivation that we need.
Team Norway – bronze
Pettersen was the first to start the race for Norway and he was able to gain good ground to reach the third position. It was a good race for our team, although we were a little bit behind Austria and Germany in the end. Our jumps this morning were not that good and we had to start one minute behind the leading Austrian team. We are a solid team and we were confident of a good result today. All of us are proud of our race and satisfied with the bronze medal. Before the race we warm up focusing on our own objectives rather than thinking about it as a team race and then when we start we just have to ski as fast as we can.
