It was really good and I had really good skis and I felt good in the skating part. I felt I had a lot of power in the last lap, so I was just pushing. It is really good to step on the podium with another Norwegian. We have good skiers in Norway so I am not surprised but I did not expect this victory. I had a good feeling in the skating part but I did not know how I would go before the race. I’ve been practicing skiing since I was 12 years old.
Alexey Chervotkin (RUS) – silver
The classic technique part was really good, even though the snow was quite heavy. Unfortunately in the second part I crashed against my fellow athlete Grigoriev losing ground and then I tried to catch up. The first of the two Norwegians was already out of reach and so I concentrated on challenging his teammate. In the end I took a medal and nailed one of my big goals. Now I have high expectations for the race on Sunday because I want to step on the podium then as well.
John HOEL (NOR) – bronze
