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GREAT PALUSELLI AT THE MARCIALONGA

SCANDINAVIANS DOMINATE AMONG MEN

-Joergen Aukland wins for the second time

-Paluselli repeats her success of last year

-Italian skiers disadvantaged by materials

-Another historic page of the legendary cross-country skiing marathon
The Marcialonga 2006 has been dominated by Scandinavians, with Norwegian Joergen Aukland who repeated the success of 2003, followed by Swedish Rickard Andreasson and Jerry Ahrlin. Italian colours have been successfully defended by Cristina Paluselli among women. Nothing to do for Italian men, who were disadvantaged by skis not perfectly prepared. In the first 50 km, the skier belonging to the Italian Financial Police, Bruno Debertolis played the role of protagonist, always in the lead since the start and able to gain an advantage of 3 minutes. Then, just before Lago di Tesero, he gave way. At the beginning of the “Cascata” climb, the athletes of the Italian team for long-distance races faced the consequences of the efforts made in the first 65 km and Scandinavians took the lead.

The best Italian was Pierluigi Costantin (6th) followed by Silvio Fauner.

Cristina Paluselli was great, always in the lead since the start with a very fast pace and only during the last climb she was caught by Norwegian Wigernaes. In the last few metres Paluselli was able to resist and arrived first at the finish line, like last year. Third place for Swedish Sofia Lind, after Wigernaes, .

4.750 skiers took part in the 33rd Marcialonga, held in classic style from Moena to Cavalese.

Also some famous canoeists like the Olympic champions Eirik Veraas Larsen (36th) and Antonio Rossi (486th ) participated in the race.

The Marcialonga Light, 45 km long, saw the victories of policeman Marco Fiorentini and Daniela Piller (Financial Police).
